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On the Way to Resurrection  


 


Over the past few Sundays, the scripture readings dealt with some of Jesus’ teachings. Jesus had something to say about every area of human society. Some of these teachings were reminders of what God, through Moses, had originally said before human tradition made dramatic changes.


Other teachings were new in that Jesus’ teachings clarified what the relationship was supposed to be between God (YHWH; God’s name given to Moses) and people. A relationship that had become clouded by ritual and legalism. Jesus corrected this aberration by saying things like; “People were not made for the Sabbath but the Sabbath was made for God’s people.” 


After the experience of the Mount of Transfiguration, Jesus was given a clear path to follow that, in the end, would release humanity from its bondage to sin. Release from all the negativity and hurtful self-condemnation. It created the chance to heal all the negative labels that people gave us because we were a disappointment, did not fulfill expectations of parents, guardians, and other people of authority such as coaches, and social organization leaders. 


The season of Lent is the time for righting all the negative and hurtful labels we have been given and hand them over to the Lord Jesus Christ. We do this by taking one label at a time and, as best we can, remembering the first time we received that label. While remembering that time, invite Jesus to be with you in that moment to heal the emotional trauma receiving that label caused in your life. Reject the negative label, reject the hurtful feelings created by receiving that label and ask Jesus to replace those hurtful memories and feelings with the presence of the Holy Spirit so that God’s truth about ourselves would ever be in the fore-front of our minds.


This healing of memories is made possible because when we received Jesus as our Savior, we became a new creation. “Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, they are a new creation; everything old has passed away; see everything has become new! (2Corinthians 5:17 NRSV)


May you discover the real you that you have become through Jesus Christ as Savior and Lord.
