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selves at peace and delighting in the beauty and spaciousness of the scene. This experience of peace and delight may make us more aware of the lack of peace in our normal way of life. Gazing has deepened our awareness and so raised questions of fundamental importance for our well-being, questions which we are normally too busy or too afraid to consider….

     In this reading, imagine the scene happening at this moment and that you are present in it. See the child in the manger, Mary, Joseph, and yourself, allowing your imagination to supply any other details. Just gaze at the scene and see what happens. You don’t have to force anything, just be there. If you feel prompted to talk with Mary and Joseph, to ask them if you may hold the child, then do so. Talk to them about their lives and about your own.

Prayer:
God, still our hearts and minds so that we can learn to gaze, and through gazing glimpse you, our soul’s desiring.

What is it???

       “Worship & Ministry” is an experiment of our gathering structure. This is an experiment that more intentionally pairs and intertwines worship and active ministry. Worship & Ministry Sundays are not they typical “spectator sport” worship gatherings. These occasions offer opportunities for you to hear many voices, have your voice heard, and have your heart stirred in new ways by participating in the work of Jesus our Christ. 

       “Worship and Ministry” is a phrase that describes how we come together – our time schedule. It means we shorten our time of traditional worship – but we do still sing hymns and pray together and let scripture inspire us! But on occasions of Worship & Ministry Sundays, we intentionally move from a purely professionally-led worship, into a time of community/ congregational ministry. This “Ministry” may take on the form of a discussion and question/answer time, such as we will try on January 3rd. Or this “Ministry” time may be breaking into groups to intentionally address projects; such as building plans, evangelism events, etc. This “Ministry” time allows us an opportunity to live our commitments and prayers to be the hands and heart of Jesus, intertwined with our petitions for these opportunities in worship. This is emphasized when we return to praying together after our time of “Ministry” and prior to parting to our own journeys through the world. 

       “Worship & Ministry” is the term we will use for this schedule of gathering – shorter worship time, active ministry time to raise your voice and act for Christ – and parting prayer time. The “Ministry” we do may be different each time, and it will give us new and flexible ways to respond to the gifts God is giving us and the grace the Holy Spirit is pulling us to in this ever changing world!

       We hope to see you on each “Worship & Ministry” Sunday experiment to see and be a part of the Good News that the Incarnate Christ is working right here and now!

     When I first met my friend, Donald Nicholl, after he had been told that he had terminal cancer, he said to me, ‘I’ve been thinking. I think that thinking is part of the punishment for the Fall, so I have given up thinking and spend my days in gazing.’


     Gazing is a most profitable occupation, for in gazing, instead of controlling our thinking and feeling, we allow thoughts and feelings to arise  in  us. For example,  in  gazing at  a  landscape, we may find our-
