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Book Club
The book club met on Tuesday night, March 6th, at Carol Hanebury's house. Carol had snacks, drinks, and a cozy fire to welcome the nine of us that attended. We discussed The Orphan Train by Christina Baker Kline. Amazon describes the book as "A long journey from home and the struggle to find it again form the heart of the intertwined stories that make up this moving novel. Foster teen Molly is performing community-service work for elderly widow Vivian, and as they go through Vivian’s cluttered attic, they discover that their lives have much in common. When Vivian was a girl, she was taken to a new life on an orphan train. These trains carried children to adoptive families for 75 years, from the mid-nineteenth century to the start of the Great Depression. Novelist Kline (Bird in Hand, 2009) brings Vivian’s hardscrabble existence in ​Depression-era Minnesota to stunning life." Carol's daughter Carlee and Gloria came prepared with some questions to really help us delve into the book. We all agreed that this book helped to shed light on an interesting part of American History that most of us were unaware of. As usual for our book club meetings, we spent about a third of the time discussing the book and the rest of the time going off on tangents, chatting, and snacking. That is part of the fun! 

          If you are on the fence about book club or want to see what it is all about, please join us for our April meeting on the 26th at Carolyn Zimmerman's house at 7 pm. Her address is 20 Cromby Road in Phoenixville. We will be discussing The Unspeakable: And Other Subjects of Discussion by Meghan Daum. From the Amazon synopsis: Nearly fifteen years after her debut collection, My Misspent Youth, captured the ambitions and anxieties of a generation, Meghan Daum returns to the personal essay with The Unspeakable, a powerful collection of ten new works. Where her previous collection explores what it is to be a struggling twenty-something urban dweller with an overdrawn bank account and oversized ambition, The Unspeakable contends with parental death, the decision not to have children, and more-a new set of challenges tackled by a writer at her best, investigated in the same uncompromising voice that made Daum one of the most engaging thinkers writing today.

         Reading the book is not a requirement--my first meeting I just came to check book club out and have been to every meeting since.  We hope to see you there next month for conversation, fun, and fellowship!

Revolutionary War Burial Grounds

     Every July 4, a special ceremony takes place just below the East Vincent United Church of Christ. People gather to pay tribute to 17 young men, part of George  Washington's Continental  Army who are buried in the Revolutionary War Soldiers Burial Grounds located along Route 23. 

     Following the battles of the Brandywine on September 11, 1777 and Whitemarsh in early December, fighting stopped. In those days with the exception of small skirmishes, armies did not fight in the winter and instead went into a winter encampment. 
     As the Continental Army moved through this area on their way to Valley Forge, they brought with them their wounded to be cared for. Members of the German Reformed Church gathered all the pews and placed them outside to make room for several beds for badly wounded soldiers. 
     During the six months while the Continental Army was encamped at Valley Forge, church members cared for the wounded, sick, and dying. General George Washington was a visitor inside the church on several occasions.  During the encampment, a plague swept through the area taking the lives of 22 young men, 17 of whom are now buried in the Burial Grounds.
     Today thanks to the sacrifices of those 22 young men and thousands like them, we live in the greatest country in the world. God Bless America.                    Submitted by Richard Fisher
